The flavors
are complex and showcase the perfect balance of fruit and spice
with blackberry juice and black licorice being the frontrunners.
The wine has tenacity and verve as it bounces off the palate with
great freshness. Integrated nicely with French Oak, this is a wine
that will continue to age mnicely, growing more complex and

softening with time.
